Old Business:

Summer Roads: The selectmen had a discussion regarding future billing practices of businesses
doing work for the Town. The summer roads budget went over by approximately $2,300. The
remaining balance will be taken out of an account reserved for overages.

Winter Roads: The first snow fall has come. There were very few calls regarding snow removal
and plowing problems.

Scott Reed did not come to the meeting so the selectmen were not given any additional
information regarding his request for a “safe haven”. Emily will contact the DEP and see if there
are any specific regulations. In the meantime, the selectmen will take no action until additional
information is provided.

Subdivision Ordinance: The selectmen will draft a response letter to the committee explaining
the nonconformance issues with the subdivision ordinance and the current comprehensive plan.

The selectmen have decided to appoint Jean Bourg to the Planning Board to fill a 1 year 3 month
term left vacant by the resignation Matt Curtis. The selectmen have furthermore decided to
appoint Barry McCormick to the Planning Board for a 3 year term beginning in March of 2016.

New Business:

There will be a Cemetery Committee meeting next Tuesday. Penny suggested moving the
sexton’s salary to the official’s salary budget line to have better uniformity. The selectmen
unanimously agreed.

Other Business:
The selectmen would like to receive regular updates from the various boards and committees that
represent the Town. Samantha will schedule this.
